KEEP THESE RULES IN YOUR GOLF BAG FOR REFERENCE

THROUGHOUT THE TOURNAMENT - RULES OF COMPETITION
The Match Play Championship will be played according to the USGA rules for match play.  All competitors are responsible for knowing and observing the rules of match play.  Be aware of the local rules that apply at whatever course you are playing prior to the start of play.  A local rules sheet for ALL play at Papago Golf Course by PMGA members is included and available by the AGA computer.

All competitors will begin the tournament using 80% of their March 15, 2010 (or manually adjusted) handicap index as the BASE index.  EXAMPLE:  The player is currently (3/15/2010) at 10.6.  His BASE index beginning the tournament is 10.6 x .8 = 8.5.  The BASE index can never go higher.  The BASE index is always lowered when 80% of the current index since March 15, 2010 is less than the current BASE index.  Competitors will use the AGA updated index in effect on the date the match is played.

Plus (+) handicaps must be multiplied by 1.2!  EXAMPLE: A player's 3/15/10 index is +1.4.  His BASE index is +1.4 x 1.2 = +1.7.

Competitors have been seeded by their BASE index (except the Defending Champion is seeded #1 in the appropriate bracket).

The BASE index must be applied to the course being played.  (The “Course Handicap Tables for USGA Slope Ratings” must be used to determine each player's handicap based on the BASE INDEX and the slope of the course being played.  The “table” should be available near the AGA computer in most golf shops.)  Strokes will be allocated to the player with the higher handicap by subtracting the lower handicap and giving that number of strokes according to the scorecard.  EXAMPLE:  Player A's BASE index is 9.8 = 11 (Papago Blue).  Player B's BASE index is 7.7 = 9 (Papago Blue).  Player B gives Player A two shots.  One on the #1 handicap hole (Papago #3) and one on the #2 handicap hole (Papago #16).  Be sure you understand how this work.  If you have questions, contact Bob Baldwin.  Players must agree on the allocation of strokes before beginning a match.

All competitors are responsible for scheduling their own matches and securing starting times.

If competitors are having difficulty scheduling a match, the player who can be available on the Sunday of the final weekend for that set of matches to begin play from 7a.m. to 2 p.m. will be declared the winner.  With the advanced (prior to the final weekend) approval of the tournament director, a match may be scheduled during the week (Monday - Friday) following the final weekend for that set of matches.  If that match is not played, both players may be disqualified.  If a prize is available to either contestant in the match, that prize will be returned to the general prize pool.  NOTE:  A player who knows he cannot be available on Sunday of the final weekend and is not getting cooperation from his competitor in scheduling a match must contact the tournament director as soon as possible.
Matches for any round may be completed at any time prior to the completion date for any round as agreed upon by the competitors.

Matches may be scheduled at any location agreed upon by both competitors.  If there is disagreement, the match must be played at Papago GC.  All matches played at Papago GC will be from the BLUE TEES (SLOPE 125).
Rule 2-5 states that a dispute as to procedure under the rules of golf must be settled before play begins on the next hole.  If the host golf professional (or ranking staff member) is not available, the players must resolve the matter to their mutual satisfaction.  The tournament director will only resolve questions related to tournament procedures.  Familiarize yourselves with the LOCAL RULES before you start.

A match that is level at the conclusion of 18 holes must be continued at the convenience of the golf shop.  Competitors may agree to return to the same course at another time to continue the match.

All competitors must enter an 18-hole score for matches played in this tournament.  A conceded stroke is counted as one stroke if it is reasonable that the player would normally hole similar strokes.  Anything else is counted as two strokes.  If 18 holes are not completed, the player should enter a score according to USGA handicap guidelines.  A player who is not posting scores may have his BASE index adjusted by the committee.

All competitors must provide a “good” phone number (e-mail address is also helpful) and it them updated on the bracket sheets by the AGA computer and with the tournament director.  If a competitor’s handicap is adjusted by the PMGA for any reason during the Match Play competition, the player will use 80% of that adjusted index until it is removed.  When the manual adjustment is removed the player will use the lowest prior index.

The winner of a match must call the results (holes up, date played, course played, & BASE index used by each player) into the tournament director at (602/542-7130) and update the bracket sheet by the AGA computer if it has not already been updated.

The winner of a match must contact the NEXT POTENTIAL OPPONENTS not later than two days after the end of that round of matches to determine who the next opponent is and review possible match dates.  It is advised that the winner attempt to contact the players in the other bracket as soon as possible after the match is decided.

NOTE:  EVERYONE MUST WORK TO KEEP THE MATCHES ON SCHEDULE.  YOU MUST MAKE YOURSELF AVAILABLE TO PLAY.  IF MATCHES ARE NOT COMPLETED AS SCHEDULED AND THESE RULES ARE NOT FOLLOWED, BOTH PLAYERS MAY BE DISQUALIFIED.
