PAPAGO MEN’S GOLF ASSOCIATION

COMMITTEE AND PLAYER EXPECTATIONS

“The GOAL of the Committee is to provide fair competition in an enjoyable environment.  The GOAL of player is to play hard and have fun! ”

1.
The Committee for PMGA events includes all Board members and anyone assisting with setting up, marshalling, or scoring an event.  The golf professional and qualified staff members are included on the Committee for the purpose of interpreting the Rules of Golf and rendering decisions on the Rules.  The golf course superintendent is included on the Committee for the purpose of identifying and defining the course.  A Committee decision can be made by a majority of the Committee members available.

2.
Play in PMGA sponsored events is conducted under the Rules of Golf as approved by the United States Golf Association on the most recent effective date.  The Committee provides Local Rules as allowed under the Rules of Golf and identifies and defines conditions present on the course.  All members of the PMGA are expected to know the Rules of Golf and familiarize themselves with the Local Rules and abide by the Rules at all times.  Disrespect for the Rules will result in sanctions.

3.
PMGA members shall try to make the best score at every hole in every round, regardless of where the round is played, and shall post every acceptable round (adjusted for equitable stroke control – ESC) for peer review.  These are the premises of a handicap system that enables players of differing abilities to compete on an equitable basis.

4.
Entries for PMGA events are available on the morning of the preceding event at Papago GC and online at PAPAGOMENSGOLF.COM.  Entry for an event is not accepted until full payment is received.  A completed entry form with the fee attached must be received by the entry deadline.  The entry fee for both players must be received for a team event.  The Tournament Chairman determines when entries are accepted.

5.
If a member at any time in the past has violated the USGA Rules of Amateur Status and has not filed for reinstatement, that member will not be eligible to play in the Match Play, Bangkok, or PMGA Club Championship.  The Club Champion must be an amateur golfer.  A member must have at least ten posted scores in the last twelve months to be eligible for PMGA events.

6.
The entry fee for a one-day event is $20.00.  The entry fee for a two-day event is $40.00.  An additional amount may be added to the entry fee for special events.  (The entry fee for off-site events is based upon the price negotiated with the host course.)  The entry fee portion of a tournament entry is not refundable or transferable under most conditions.  The decision of the Committee is final.

7.
Entries close at 6 pm on the Sunday preceding each monthly event or sooner when the allowed number of paid entries is received.  Entries must be placed in the entry box, received by mail, or completed on the PMGA website @ WWW.PAPAGOMENSGOLF.COM (online entry must include online payment).  Entry deadlines will be announced for off-site and other special events.

8.
A competitor who is unable to compete and does not notify the Committee by 6 pm on the Friday preceding an event will not be eligible to compete in the next two monthly events.  Notification is defined as speaking directly to a Committee member.  Withdrawal due to illness, injury, or unforeseen circumstances will be accepted up to 8am on the tournament day by calling the Papago Golf Shop (602.275.8428).  Notification is particularly important for 4-man team events when it may be difficult to find an appropriate replacement.

COMMITTEE AND PLAYER EXPECTATIONS (continued)

9.
Starting times are available on Thursday before the event by calling the golf shop or checking online at WWW.PAPAGOMENSGOLF.COM.  All competitors are responsible for knowing their starting time.  The Committee may establish a new starting time for a player/group, invoke the note to Rule 6-3 or take action under Rules 33-1 as appropriate.  Requests for starting times and pairings, when not solicited, will be honored at the sole discretion of the Tournament Chairman.

10.
It is suggested that players be ready to start 15 minutes before their scheduled starting time to accommodate changes the Committee may require.  They may also be asked to wait up to 30 minutes for other players that are called to fill in for withdrawn players.

11.
All competitors are responsible for knowing the format of the competition prior to teeing off and how to properly mark the scorecard.

12.
The Committee may suspend a competition in accordance with Rules 33-2d and 6-8b.  The Committee will determine the outcome of a suspended / cancelled event based on the following:

a) In competitions against the field, an event is complete if all competitors have completed at least nine holes and all holes completed by the field will be counted.

b) A flighted event is complete if all competitors in a flight have completed at least nine holes and all holes completed by the competitors in the flight will be counted.

c) When the Committee resumes play, even after an extended delay, all competitors are required to resume play.  In a team competition a competitor who does not resume play will be ineligible for the next monthly event.

d) Entry fees will be distributed in other events when play cannot be completed.

13.
The results of an event are not official until the Board has approved the results.  Results are posted in the golf shop and on the PAPAGOMENSGOLF.COM website.  Members are responsible for monitoring the balance of their credits on the golf shop books.

14.
Based on exceptional play in a tournament the Handicap Committee may adjust a player’s handicap for competition in the next two PMGA events the player enters.  The adjustment does not apply to any other competitions or rounds.  Scores will be considered after the equitable stroke control (ESC) reduction has been made.

15.
Members who cause disturbances on the course or in the club house area are subject to ejection from the premises pursuant to city regulations.  A member who is ejected under these regulations is subject to additional sanctions by the PMGA under the code of conduct in the by-laws.  Questionable conduct will always result in scrutiny by the Board.  A member may request an audience at any regularly scheduled Board of Governors’ meeting to address an issue.  

16.
Members are responsible for keeping their contact information up to date by editing that information on the AGA website or at any AGA member club’s handicap computer, by putting a written request in the tournament entry box, or by mailing the correct information to:  PMGA, 5595 E. Moreland St., Phoenix, AZ  85008.  PMGA member information is never sold or distributed to anyone.  Distribution to other members will only be done with prior authorization by the member.

17.
All PMGA members are expected to promote respect for and adherence to the Rules and preserve the integrity of golf at all levels.  A member who submits a tournament entry agrees to adhere to these expectations.

18.
You may request an audience with the Board of Governors by informing any of the Governors or by appearing at the next regularly scheduled Board meeting.  The Board of Governors generally meets on the Wednesday following the monthly event.  Check with any Board member for date, time, and location of the next meeting.
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
